January 2022 recommendations to reduce the transmission of COVID in the workplace.

Patients/operations
· Restrict visitors and vendors
· Symptom check all patients upon arrival
· Restrict patients that have had a high-risk exposure
· Make vaccination part of your H&P: Treat unvaccinated patients as high risk
· Wait 10 days before allowing procedure in patients with an asymptomatic or mild symptom COVID-19 diagnosis 
· Wait 20 days before allowing the procedure in patients with a severe case of COVID-19 or who are immunocompromised. (Medical emergency exceptions)
· Review all COVID+ cases with anesthesia before the procedure. 
· Test all patients in the 48 hours prior to surgery
· All patients should be provided with a medical mask upon arrival
· Socially distance patients
· Close waiting rooms
· Restrict snacks for patients to fluids if medically feasible

STAFF
· Mandatory BOOSTER for all staff by January 30th, 2022
· Consider a higher level of respiratory protection for all employees. (N95)
· Allow staff to isolate after exposure or COVID+ diagnosis using conventional criteria 
· Symptom check all employees upon arrival to center
· Stagger lunches 
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There is limited testing nationwide modifications may have to be made related to this barrier
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Work Restrictions for HCP With SARS-CoV-2 Infection and Exposures

HCP are considered “boosted”if they have received all COVID-19 vaccine doses, including a booster dose, as recommended by CDC. HCP are considered
“vaccinated” or “unvaccinated”if they have NOT received all COVID-19 vaccine doses, including a booster dose, as recommended by CDC.
